	Say: Hi, my name is Shenglan. Today we’re going to do some reading, speaking and some discussions. Now I want to show you something.

Teacher draws the map of Australia on the w/b

Say: Can anyone tell me where most people live in Australia?

Students take time to discuss. Teacher points to spots on the map.

Say: what about this place? Do you expect people to live here? We call this place (point to map) the outback of Australia. It is a remote area. What do you think remote means?..... That is right….. It means far away from the city. I am going to  hand out some pictures about two German tourists travelling in the Australian outback. 

Teacher hands out pictures of German tourists to students. Teacher asks the following predictive questions: ‘Looking at these photos….’

What sort of problems do you think they had?

Do you think it is dangerous to travel in this area?

How could they fix their problems?
Teachers write questions on w/b
Say: Before we get started on the lesson, I’ll introduce you to some new vocabulary.

Vocabulary:

Flock, harrowing, pothole, torrential, venture, rip, quagmire, devastated, dire, heed, stranded, beacon

Chorus the words with students and provide meanings

Say: Okay, I am going to see how well you remember these words. Now let’s do a matching exercise. 

Teacher hands out worksheet. Students are to match the words with the meanings.

Teacher checks the answer with students.

Say: Now we are going to read the article about the two German tourists and they were travelling in this area.

Teacher points to map and handouts the text to students.

Say: This area is in north-west of Australia.Just by looking at these pictures, what do you think their journey was like? Could you answer the predictive questions?

Teacher points to the w/b.
