	Introduction 

Say my name is Shenglan and write on the board. Today we are going to talk about food. What day is it going to be tomorrow? Wait for answers. If students do not get it, ask whether it is going to be a holiday.

What will you do at Easter? What will you eat and how will you celebrate? Give students Easter eggs and let them taste. 

After students’ discussion, show pictures to students and ask them the food from the pictures. 

Ask them: What is this? Do you like it? What is your favourite food?

Give the personal example: I am used to dumplings. I used to have dumplings every day. (because in Australia it is really hard for you to buy them.)

Pronunciation: used to do.   (shorter used to )   a used car  (longer used) = a second-had car, use by date
Work in pairs (assign pairs) and discuss their favourite food which cannot be easily accessible in Australia.

Vocabulary

After discussion, Say now we’re now going to learn some new words..

Weird --What’s another word of strange or unnatural...

If a man is drunk, what will be his behavior? Or Will he behave like a normal person or in the same way as what he does when he is not drunk ( his mind is clear)..So he will do lots of bizarre things. I have met someone who is drunk. She cannot walk and she stumbles. The weirdest thing she has ever done is she tries to cook something made of plastic on the stove...Normally we cook noodles or soup, but she tries to cook plastic stuff...Is her behaviour strange? (Another example...it snows in summer)...Do you think that it is strange? Do you expect that to happen?

Stuff---Plastic stuff, things material.... Informal not formal...

*Leave your stuff on the table..l. .
* This book is really boring stuff. * Do you call this stuff a pen? 

Chips (photos) (made from ?) potatoes  cheap as chips...

Accent (  national, local or individual way of pronouncing words)& Aussie..Colloquial

Vegemite  a type of soft, dark-brown salty food that can be spread, usually eaten on bread. Vegemite is similar to Marmite and is especially popular in Australia. What else can you put on the bread?

Disgusting/ revolting If you say that something is disgusting, you are criticizing it because it is extremely unpleasant/unacceptable. 

disgusting personal habits, (never wash dishes after a meal...always smoke in the bed room)  disgusting language ....It tasted disgusting. (vomit, nausea) examples: you are sea-sick, or you have eaten something that has been expired...

Listening activity

Say now we are going to listen to a dialogue between an international student and an Australian. We are going to focus on the use of used to, be used and get used to. At this stage, you just need to gain a general idea. It does not matter if you cannot follow everything.

Listen to the dialogue 

Give handouts to students
Say fill in the blanks according to what you hear. 

Listen to it again

Ask whether students need the third chance to listen and check the answers.

Say now let us do a role play. Work in pairs and pretend one is the student and the other is the Aussie. Talk to each other according to the script given.
